Executive Summary
The changes between the Preliminary Budget and the Recommended Final Budget are summarized below.

1. In this fiscal year, the District will address retention concerns with the temporary reclassification of
two (2) Apprentice Firefighter positions to full-time Firefighter Paramedic positions, with funding
provided from the Glen Ellen FPD contract and RDA successor agency surpluses. The District has also
authorized the addition of one (1) 40-hour Firefighter Paramedic assignment funded by existing and
approved SVFRA budget funds. This is part of a continuing effort to realize 3-0 service levels. The
regular employee salary account has been increased by $76,038.

2. $15,000 has been added to the Special Consulting Projects account for a fee schedule study.

3. The amount in the Construction/Materials account has been increased by $30,876. This increase
includes the installation of two new fire hydrants in the District, deductible costs for apparatus bay
damage to Station 3 due to a recent accident, and potential costs related to painting and siding work,
also at Station 3.
